The safety, protection and welfare of students is the responsibility of all staff members and
encompasses:

e a duty of care to ensure that reasonable steps are taken to prevent harm to students which
could reasonably have been foreseen; and
* obligations under child protection legislation.

There are different forms of child abuse. These include neglect, sexual, physical and emotional
abuse.



can result in serious psychological harm, where the behaviour of their parent,

caregiver or any other person, damages the confidence and self-esteem of the child or young person,
resulting in emotional deprivation or trauma.

Although it is possible for ‘one-off’ incidents to cause serious harm, in general it is the
frequency, persistence and duration of the parental or caregiver behaviour that is instrumental in
defining the consequences for the child.

This can include a range of behaviours such as excessive criticism, withholding affection,
exposure to domestic violence, intimidation or threatening behaviour.
